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Forwarding Sustaining Members Donations to the Foundation

For Presidents, Secretaries, Treasurers and Foundation Chairs

      Approximately 50 % of the Rotarians in our district are sustaining members and only 2 clubs are sustaining clubs.  How is this possible?  It’s the way the sustaining contributions are collected and reported to the Rotary Foundation.

     The Rotary Foundation is changing its reporting procedures as of July 1, 2008.  The Treasurer and Foundation Chair will now be able to access the clubs Foundation records.  We are working on listing each new Sustaining Member, PHF and Major Donor in the monthly newsletter.  Your members will be looking for their names each month so we have some suggestions for you.  If clubs and/or members wait until the last quarter to submit a total of $100.00 then their name would not be in the newsletter until May or June of 2009.

****Suggestion:  Why not, after July 1, send in $100.00 for each member and then collect the monies from your members on a quarterly basis.  As a new member comes in automatically send in the $100.00 and collect the monies from the new member.  This way every member of your club would automatically be a sustaining member and your club would automatically be a sustaining club, plus your members would be listed each month in the newsletter and your club would be listed as a sustaining club.

 Suggestion:  Why not put $100.00, for sustaining members, on your 1st quarter statement and let each member decide how he wants to pay it.  They can send in the entire $100.00 in the first quarter and get their name in the newsletter or they can submit it in two quarters, etc.

     If you forward these funds by the end of the month then each member will receive a letter from the Rotary Foundation thanking them for their donation each quarter.  Most members really appreciate these letters of recognition.   Each month you should submit any funds that are collected late.

     You can go on line to RI and download a Club Recognition Summary (CRS) and see where each member stands.  Recommend that you pull a report after July 10th; this shows the giving total as of June 30, 2008.  With the new reporting system you then can easily track any donations for 2008-2009. You can also compare the reports to ensure the Rotary Foundation is crediting your members properly.
