     to an International Grant
     Does your club have DDF and want the pleasure, excitement and enthusiasm of participating in an international grant but don’t know how?  Don’t worry; we have an easy solution to your problem.

     There are several ways to find an International Partner that is willing to complete all the necessary paperwork and be responsible for the project without your club having to do any of the work as long as you fund the project with your DDF and or cash.  

· The International Convention:  There are Foundation and Grant Chairs, Presidents-Elect, Governors Elect, etc from undeveloped countries walking around with a pocket  full of grant proposals who are looking for clubs with DDF.  

           Some will actually have a grant completed just awaiting your clubs signature.

     Takes these proposals back to your club and decide which proposal you like.

· Identify a country or district that you would like to do a grant with. 

     Contact their District or clubs Foundation or Grant Chairs. 

     Apprise them that you have DDF and you would like to do a project in their district. 

     Request that they send you a list of projects that are needed in their area. 

     Pick one and ask them to send your club a proposal.  

     Present the proposal to your club. 

· Contact your District Grant Committee or Foundation Chair.  They get proposals from districts and clubs all over the world.

· You may want to contact several clubs in our district and have them transfer their DDF to this project. 
· Check with RI to make absolutely sure that the clubs and districts you are working with are eligible to submit a grant application.

· Your club may qualify for a Volunteer Grant, which pays the travel expenses for one or more of your club members to visit the project to insure the viability of the project.

· Upon acceptance, have their club initiate the paperwork.
